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Abstrak

Studi ini bertujuan untuk menganalisis sumber-sumber pertumbuhan ekonomi, dan pengaruhnya terhadap
keragaan pasar tenaga kerja di Sulawesi Selatan. Keragaan pasar tenaga kerja dan pertumbuhan ekonomi di
analisis dengan model persamaan simultan. Ditemukan bahwa, pertumbuhan ekonomi Sulawesi Selatan, dari
sisi supply, total factor productivity (TFP), memberi pengaruh paling besar sedangkan dari sisi demand,
terutama didorong oleh konsumsi masyarakat. TFP di sektor industri perkotaan secara nyata mereduksi
kesempatan kerja, sedangkan di sektor pertanian dan industri pedesaan justru mendorong perluasan
kesempatan kerja. Kesempatan kerja sektoral juga dipengaruhi oleh sumber-sumber pertumbuhan ekonomi
dari sisi demand, namun hanya investasi dan ekspor yang konsisten berpengaruh secara positif di semua sektor,
sedangkan komponen lainnya, bahkan mereduksi kesempatan kerja pada sektor tertentu, terutama pertanian.
Berbasisnya pertumbuhan ekonomi pada konsumsi masyarakat dan teknologi (TFP) terutama pada sektor yang
tidak padat karya., serta biasnya investasi dan pengeluaran pemerintah terhadap sektor non pertanian
merupakan jawaban growth-unemploymen puzzle.
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Abstract

The objective of this study is to analyze sources of the economic growth, and their effects on the performance
of labor market in South Sulawesi. The performance of labor market and economic growth is analyzed by using
a simultaneous equation model. The result of the study indicated that, from supply side, total factor
productivity (TFP) has significantly given the highest contribution to economic growth, while from demand
side, consumption has given dominant effect. TPF in urban industrial sector significantly reduced the job
opportunity, while the agricultural and rural industrial sectors significantly supports to’enlarge job
opportunity. The sectoral job opportunity is also influenced by demand sides of economic growth resources,
but only investment and export sectors consistently have positive effect in all sectors, while others even reduce
job opportunity in certain sector, especially agricultural sector. The economic growth is based on consumption
and technology (TFP), mainly on capital-intensive technology sector. Furthermore, investment and
government expenditure are also biased toward non agricultural sectors so that it emerged
growth-unemployment puzzle.
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
